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Travel Information
Dublin is easily reached from the UK by air.
Airlines: probably the best (i.e. cheapest) is Ryanair which has regular flights to Dublin

from Stansted, Gatwick, and Luton Airports. Aer Lingus and Aer Arann also fly into
Dublin.

From Dublin Airport to the Conference Venue (Parnell Square)

Dublin Airport (DUB) is located about 10 Kilometres (6 miles) north of Dublin City
Centre. There are direct flights between Dublin and the UK, Europe, and the USA.
